 System Support: Activities where the counselor manages and maintains 

the counseling program through program evaluation, professional 

development, data collection, advisory committees, and outreach to the 

community. 

 Responsive Services: Services designed to meet the immediate needs and 

concerns of students through counseling, consultation, or referral. This is 

available to all students and can be initiated by students and others 

personally invested in their lives. Responsive services are delivered 

through the following strategies:

 Small Group counseling
